(a)  Applicant must Fully Complete  Philoptochos Ladies Scholarship Form. 

 

(b) Your parents shall have been members of St. Catherineôs Greek Orthodox Church for a minimum 

of  two years. 

 

(c) Which College, University, or Technical Post Secondary Institution do you plan on attending as a 

Full Time Student?    Inclusion of your Acceptance to any one of these Institutions qualifies your Schol-

arship Application Tremendously. 

 

1a)  Scholarship Chair shall Verify parentsô meeting of two year minimum Parish obligations at St. 

 Catherineôs Church Office.  

2b)  Fully Completed St. Catherineôs Philoptochos Ladies Scholarship form shall be promptly rated for 

 thoroughness in preparation, contents,  inclusion of all responses to all weighted questions! 

3c) Copy of your acceptance from any one of the  above Official Educational Scheduled Schooling Pro

 grams will immediately qualify your Application.
