We often feel justified in attending Divine Liturgy, not realizing that casually strolling
into the church halfway through service is not a reflection of spiritual awareness or
preparation to receive the awesome mysteries of the Body and Blood of our
Resurrected Lord.

Join me in sincerely dedicating ourselves to our Lord, Jesus Christ. He is always
there for us. Lord Jesus Christ, son of God, have mercy on me a sinner.
